representatives of the following Springfield communities: the Springfield Chamber of 

Commerce; Residential Developer; Commercial Developer; Non-Profit/School District Property 

Developer; Engineering/Design Consultant; Large Employer; Medium Employer; Small 

Employer; Bike/Pedestrian/Alternative Forms of Transportation; Freight Transportation; Fuel 

Facilities; Oregon Department of Transportation; or residents, electors, or property owners 

within Springfield. One City Councilor and one Planning Commission member will serve in an 

Ex Officio capacity. 

 

This Citizen’s Advisory Committee is appointed by the City Council for a limited duration to 

serve between October 2013 and March 2014, or until the work of the committee is 

complete.
