The City advises residents to drain to 
sanitary system after �ltering. Goal is to 
keep sediment, oil & grease, solvents, and 
detergents out of local waterways.

The City advises residents to discharge 
water at a slow rate on the ground and 
evaporate (or discharge to Sanitary Sewer 
system) AFTER 2 weeks of no chlorination. 
High volumes of chlorine entering the 
local waterway can a�ect pH levels and 
harm aquatic life. 

Pharmaceutical compounds that enter 
either system cannot be removed, and can 
reach waterways where they harm aquatic 
life. Please refer residents to EPA/DEQ 
websites for speci�c information. 
Residents with outdated or unused 
medications can use the Prescription Drug 
Drop Boxes in Lane County.  For more
